 CHURCH BOARDS and 
VOTERS met Tues., Jan. 8. 
 THE ELDERS selected Pat 
Lease to be board chairman and 
reviewed worship service plans.  
A second Ash Wednesday 
service will be offered, at 4 PM, 
Feb. 6.  Since a few people have 
asked about it, opinions will be 
sought on the idea of offering 
New Year’s Eve worship.
 THE TRUSTEES selected 
Scott Lassiter as chairman.  A 
new cleaning list will be 
developed and teams will be 
reminded with a phone call 
ahead of time.  Paying someone 
to clean part time is being 
considered.  Projects being 
considered are painting the 
classroom hallway and 
improving signage for 
bathrooms. 
 THE BOARD OF 
EVANGELISM will be chaired 
by Sherry Sack.  They are 
developing plans to update the 
pictorial directory and promote 

small groups for Bible study 
and fellowship. 
 THE BOARD OF 
EDUCATION will be chaired 
by Cindy Wintheiser.  They are 
beginning plans for VBS with 
the theme “Friendship Trek – 
Jesus our Friend Forever.” 
 THE SCHOOL BOARD 
met Thurs., Jan. 3.  Preschool 
through grade 7 will be offered 
again next school year, with 
tuition being $3000 per student 
for Kindergarten through grade 
7.  Study is being done on 
options for bussing 8th graders 
to Immanuel, Courtland.  More 
regular staff for the after school 
program is being sought.  
People will be invited to a 
Parent-Teacher-Friends meeting 
on Thurs., Jan. 24, 7 PM.  A 
meeting is to be held with a 
Mankato Soccer Association 
about using and maintaining a 
soccer field.  A grant 
application has been submitted 
to the district LWML for tuition 
assistance. 
 THE TREASURER noted 
that although expenses were 
about $5,000 less than budget in 
2007, receipts were $20,880 
behind expenses in the current 
fund (compared to a shortfall of 
about $10,000 in 2006, when 
there were some large donations 
at the end of the year). 
 VOTERS met again on the 
second Tuesday, since the 
constitution amendment 
returning to this schedule has 
been approved by the District.  
Voters approved receiving the 
Carl McCollum family and 
Elizabeth Gansen as new 
members by transfer.  Phyllis 
Richter was elected to the 
vacant position on the Board of 
Finance and Bobbi Urban was 

elected as Sunday School 
Superintendent. 
 Trustee Roger Asleson 
presented a proposal from 
Mankato United Soccer 
Association to help develop and 
be responsible for maintaining 
soccer fields on the part of 
Good Shepherd’s land which 
has been farmed in the past.  
Several fields of the size used 
by elementary age children 
would be laid out in the area, to 
be known as Good Shepherd’s 
Fields.  They would be used by 
Mankato soccer teams for 
evening home games during the 
first part of the summer and 
early fall.  Mankato United 
would take care of goals, 
mowing and other maintenance.  
Fencing, signs, and possibly a 
storage shed could be put up in 
consultation with the church.  
Because of money invested in 
improvements, the soccer 
association would have a ten 
year use agreement.  Good 
Shepherd students and church 
events would have first priority 
and full use of the fields, which 
are expected to attract neighbor-
hood residents as well.  After 
discussion, voters gave tentative 
approval to the arrangement, 
pending the development of a 
specific agreement. 
 Voters suggested that the 
elders consider having Lent 
worship at 6:30 PM, as were the 
recent services for Advent.
